Upcoming International Code Council Final Action Code
Change Hearings.

The 2010 Final Action Hearings will be held from May 15-23 this year
at the Sheraton Dallas Hotel, Dallas, Texas. MIAM has been the proponent of
three code change proposals that wilt be adopted into the 2012 codes, two
changes in the IMC and one change in the IRC mechanical. These code
changes will not be reheard at the final hearings because there were no chal-
lenges last fall in Baltimore.

507.2.1.2 Type | hoods shall bear a label indicating the minimum exhaust flow
rate in CFM per linear foot of hood that provides for capiure and containment
of the exhaust effluent for the cooking appliances served by the hood, based
on the cooking appliance duty classifications defined in this code.

Reason: There has been an enforcement nighimare with some hood compa-
nies not providing information for CFM requirements per linear foot of hood for
cooking appliances. The hood manufacturer provides information based on
temperature of cooking. it does not help the inspector determine compliance
when the code references light, medium, heavy duty, and extra heavy duty
cooking appliances. Why even have these terms for types of cooking, when
the hood manufacturers state CFM based on cooking temperature? Either
rework the types of cooking to temperature or have the manufacturer state
how many CFM is required per linear foot, Also note that the labeling of hoods
for performance is already required for compensating hoods in Section 508.2.

602.3 Stud cavity and joist space pienums.
5. Stud wall cavities in outside walls of the building envelope shall not be util-

ized as air plenums.

M1601.1.1 Above-ground duct systems.

7.5. Stud wall cavities in the outside walls of building envelope assemblies
shall not be utilized as air plenums.

Reason: Using exterior walls for stud cavity for return air will cause several
major problems in a duct system. The major concern is that it is very difficuit if
not impossible to seal the stud wall cavities to prevent outside air from infiltrat-
ing, which will put additionat heating or cooling loads on the HVAC system. It
can also cause comfort and air quality problems by bringing in contaminants
or hot or cold air from outside into the wall stud space and into the house. If
the installer has to run return air on an outside wall if can easily be done in
sheet metal duct.

Draft seven of the Forbes amendments, prepared by our ad hoc
committee over the past year or two, has been prepared as a legislative
"blue back” and is awaiting sponsorship. The legislation will license jour-
neymen and apprentices in the mechanical trades. The bill will require con-
tinuing education of all licensees. [n addition, the bill will increase the pen-
alties for violation of the act or the code. The bill does contain some unac-
ceptable language prohibiting inspectors from having an interest in a con-
struction firm. We will work in the committee structure to remove that lan-
guage. The "Blue Back” language is available on request from Contractors
Legislative Services. Send an E-mail to: lynnbrigas@att.net and ask for
the "Forbes Blue Back”.

On April 1, 2010 the Bureau of Construction Codes held a public
hearing on the adoption of the 2009 ICC Mechanical Code (with Michigan
amendments). The code should go info effect in about 90 days. The 2009
ICC Residential Code is not yet ready for the public hearing process and
probably wilt not be in force until sometime this fall. Copies of the proposed
rules are available on the Bureau of Construction Codes website at
www . michigan.gov/bce

There is a lot of activity in the Legislature over the LEED Green
Building Program. Unfortunately, the bills would allow municipalities to
adopt thelr own energy codes, completely destroying the concept of uniform
codes throughout the state. We are also concerned that the language in
these bills is specific to Leadership in Energy Environmental Design (LEED)
and would eliminate the use of ASHRAE, Energy Star, or any other energy
code. We will continue o oppose this legislation.

The fire sprinkler fitter's union continues to push legislation to li-
cense fire sprinkler contractors, journeymen and apprentices in a new fire
sprinkler bureau. This, of course, would conflict with the Forbes Mechanical
Contractors Licensing Act, which currently licenses fire suppression con-
tractors. We will continue our efforts to keep the fire suppression business
under the Mechanical Division of the Bureau of Construction Codes.

Michigan has until Aprit 22, 2010 to adopt new regulations regard-
ing lead abatement in remadeling projects. If the state does not act by that
date, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) will start enforcement of
federal standards regarding lead. These standards go far beyond the “lead
paint” standards already in effect.

JOE OTIS NFPA LIAISON

Gas pipe purging at industrial, commercial, and public facilities, should be restricted
to outdoor discharge. NFPA is taking steps to update and provide for stricter re-
quirements for purging of gas piping. Investigation by the CSB into the explosion at
the ConAgra facility in North Carolina that kifled 4 workers and injured many others
pointed out that workers lacked proper safeguards when performing gas purging
outdoors, relying mainly on the sense of smell. The NFFPA 54 technical committee
has initiated a tentative interim amendment to correct deficiencies in the code with-
out waiting for the revision cycle of the 2012 edition of NFPA 54 to be completed.
The committee also voted to make amendments to the 2011 printing. The technical
committee’s actions will be made publicly available for comment. If there are no ap-
peals NFPA 54 is scheduled for issuance in the summer of 2011,
